PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

The Carbon-Clean High Pressure Cleaning System (HPCS-16) is the very latest evolution in parts washing 
technology. With a fully self contained cleaning area with high pressure air gun and detergent nozzles, the HPCS-16 
is a versatile, mess-f ree, powerful solution for removing grease, grime and carbon build up f rom all manner of 
engine parts.The washing table houses the 70L detergent reservoir just below it with easy access f rom above. This 
allows use of the reservoir to soak parts as and when required. The water and detergent mixture can be heated to 
set temperatures of 40 – 60 °C and deployed through either the low pressure fixed nozzle or the high pressure gun.

The solution is filtered and recycled through the system, keeping running costs as low as possible. When the 
mixture comes to the end of its useful life, it is easily drained though the waste valve in the base of the cabinet. 
With the whole cleaning area being self contained any spray is kept within the protection of the cover, not 
collecting as puddles on the workshop floor, reducing workshop hazards and the need for mopping up after parts 
cleaning.

With a powerful pump and a >4kw motor delivering 40-100BAR cleaning jets the HPCS-16 makes short work of any 
parts cleaning job. The simple valve operation makes it easy to switch between the lower pressure detergent hose 
and the high pressure detergent gun. Two separate high pressure air jets come f rom the air gun and upper mount-
ed air hose. The air hose offers hands f ree operation with the ability to adjust the position and direction of the air 
jet so both hands can be used to manipulate the part during cleaning. 

This also doubles as an air wiper for the screen on the protection cover to maintain clear visibility of the cleaning 
area during operation. Foot switch operation allows simple start/stop activation of the detergent flow with the 
lamp, heater and air being switch operated f rom the side of the unit, keeping all the controls easily accessible for 
the operator.
